e Host areception
e Be present during gallery hours (GAAA staff will not be present)
e Handle sales
e Remove art work
e Remit 20% of sales and commissions to the GAAA.

A member of the Gallery Committee will be your contact person and will help with hanging the show, providing
access to the building, and answering your questions.

The GAAA gallery has six separate hanging areas with linear wall space as follows: 10', 10', 7'6', 7'6", 7'6", 9'6" and
holds 15-25 framed pieces, depending on size. All artwork must be recent, ready to hang (matted and framed with
wire on back or complete and wrapped around edges). Table space is available for three dimensional art.
